Difficulty: * 7 i
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In the settings panel the information for the new chart becomes visible. Give Chart bype pie ad
the chart a title (Number of contracts per type) and select the ‘Chart type = T'H:h Number of contracts per type.
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The chart should be linked to the data which should be displayed. Therefore

click the yellow icon behind ‘Data’. A popup appears.
Select ‘Value’ — ‘as’ and click the icon to select a data source.

Select the contracts overview (or page of database table) and click the button
below.
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Chart Mumber of contracts per type has value:
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The settings panel will be extended with new information.

Click the yellow icon behind ‘Titles’ to set the value for the sector titles. You
want a sector for every contract type, but the contract types are managed
dynamically. Therefore you should select the field ‘Description’ of the contract

type (see screenshot).

The field ‘Filter’ does not to be changed. You can use it to make a filter on
the data, for example that you only want to see sales contracts (which is a

subset for the contract type).

The sector size is defined by a ‘count per sector’. Because this is in many
cases applicable, this is the default value. If you want the sector size to be
calculated on another way, select the option ‘Calculation’ and make a func-

tion for it. (Think about average hour rates in a time registration system).
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
